‘Bullying is when someone, or a group of people, deliberately upset or hurt another person or damage their property,
reputation or social acceptance on more than one occasion. There is an imbalance of power in incidents of bullying with the
bully or bullies having more power at the time due to age, size, status or other reasons.’
